Grades 3-5
Services for students identified in grades 3-5 include push-in and pull-out services.  Elementary school students are served in the regular education classroom and are served weekly by the AIG teacher assigned to the school.  Whenever possible, students are grouped with an average of five students in the regular education classroom.  The curriculum is enriched and extended to challenge students.

Grades 6-8
Identified students in 6th through 8th grade are served in multiple ways.  Service is provided during an encore time or pull-out sessions which enrich and extend the North Carolina Standard Course of Study.  The school AIG teacher also collaborates with classroom teachers to help differentiate instruction.  Focus is placed on critical and creative thinking, digital literacy, productivity skills and effective communication.

Grades 9-12

In grades 9-12 Academically or Intellectually gifted students are encouraged to pursue rigorous coursework by enrolling in Honors and Advanced Placement classes.  In addition, classes are offered through North Carolina Virtual Public School.  Program offerings may vary at the three high schools.  An AIG facilitator works with each high school to advocate for students and provide guidance to students.
